Petroleum (Consolidation) Act (Northern Ireland) 1929

Road Traffic (Carriage of Dangerous Substances in Road Tankers

and Tank Containers) Regulations (NI) 1992

Conditions included in Licence for the Storage of Petroleum Spirit

A copy of the following licensing conditions must at all times be displayed as set out in Section 2 (4) of the above Act.

Definition of Petroleum Spirit
(a)
Petroleum Spirit means such petroleum as when tested in the manner set forth in Part II of the second schedule to the Petroleum (Consolidation) Act (Northern Ireland) 1929 gives off an inflammable vapour at a temperature of less than seventy three degrees fahrenheit or twenty two point eight degrees celsius.

(b)
Petroleum Spirit shall not be kept otherwise than as authorised by the licence issued by the City Council (hereinafter called the Licensing Authority).   The total quantity of Petroleum Spirit kept at any one time shall not exceed the number of gallons stated in the licence and the Petroleum Spirit shall be kept only in such places, stores, tanks or underground tanks, etc., as have been inspected and approved by the licensing authority, prior to the commencement of the keeping and storage of Petroleum Spirit on the premises.

SCHEDULE OF CONDITIONS

PART A - GENERAL

1.
The licensee shall provide a special store for the Petroleum Spirit constructed at a place and in accordance with a plan (to be submitted by the licensee in duplicate) approved by the licensing authority.   The store, together with fittings and associated equipment shall at all times be maintained in the condition of the granting of this licence and no alteration shall be made to such a store, fittings or equipment or to the licensed premises without prior approval in writing to the licensing authority.   All interceptors ventilating pipes and openings, and tank manhole chambers shall be kept free of dirt, deposits or other obstructions.   Provided that the licensee shall make such alterations and take such additional precautions as may from time to time be required by the licensing authority.   The store to be kept securely locked at all times.

2.
Store Electrics
The store associated electrical and other equipment and any other erection or construction whatsoever is used in connection with the storage of petroleum spirit in accordance with this licence shall be maintained in a sound condition.

3.
Escape of Petroleum Spirit or Petroleum Vapour
(i)
Due precautions shall be taken against the escape of petroleum spirit or vapour, from the store or any vessel containing, or which has contained petroleum spirit.

(ii)
Due precautions shall be taken to prevent petroleum spirit from entering any drain, sewer or other waterway.

4.
Electrical Installation

All electrical installations associated with the store shall be maintained in compliance with the current Regulations for the Electrical Equipment of Buildings issued by the Institute of Electrical Engineers and a certificate to that effect issued by a person approved by the licensing authority shall be furnished each year or at such intervals as determined by the licensing authority at the time of application to renew the licence.

5.
Source of Ignition
All practical steps shall be taken to ensure that no naked light, fire, smoking or other source of ignition is permitted:

(a)
within 14 feet (4.25m) of any petroleum spirit dispensing pump or any opening to a petroleum spirit storage tank.

(b)
within any can and drum store or within 8 feet (2.4m) of its openings.

(c)
within any other area where petroleum spirit vapours is likely to be present,

except in cases approved by the licensing authority.

NOTE: In the case of dispensing pumps and underground storage tanks measurement should be considered as taken from the centre line of the pump or tank opening.

6.
Persons Employed

The licensee and every person employed in, on, or about the licensed premises shall take all due precautions to prevent accidents by fire or explosion and to prevent unauthorised persons under sixteen years of age from having access to the petroleum store.

7.
Reporting Incidents
(a)
Any incident, which involves or might have involved danger to life or property or any incident involving the leakage of petroleum spirit shall be reported to the licensing authority as soon as possible.

(b)
Every incident of fire or explosion no matter how slight shall be immediately reported to the Fire Service.

(c)
Occupiers of licensed premises are required by the Act to notify the Department of the Environment for Northern Ireland of any accident by fire or explosion occurring on the premises which involves petroleum spirit or petroleum mixture and occasions loss of life or personal injury.   Such notice should be in writing addressed to: Fire Service Branch, Department of the Environment for Northern Ireland, Stormont, Belfast. BT4 3SS

8.
Drawing of Fuel from Motor Vehicles
Petroleum spirit shall be drawn off from the fuel tank of a motor vehicle only in the open air or other safe, well-ventilated place, and only into a metal container large enough to contain the total contents of the fuel tank and conspicuously labelled in a convenient position PETROLEUM SPIRIT - HIGHLY INFLAMMABLE.

The container shall forthwith be securely closed.

9.
Vessel Repairs
The licensee and any other person employed in or about the premises shall not repair, cause or permit to be repaired any vessel in which petroleum spirit is or has been kept, until he has taken all reasonable precautions to ensure that the vessel has been rendered free from petroleum spirit and any inflammable vapour occasioned thereby.

10.
Fire Extinguishers
(a)
Fire extinguishing apparatus of a type and number approved by the licensing authority shall at all times be provided in good working order in a readily accessible position on the premises.  Minimum requirements - foam type extinguishers each having a capacity of not less than two gallons or dry powder extinguishers each of a capacity of not less than 10 lbs. should be provided.  Two extinguishers for up to four pumps connected to underground tanks, three for five to eight pumps and one for every additional three pumps.

(b)
An ample supply of dry sand shall be provided and stored in buckets painted red and marked SAND in 2" (50mm) high letters in white.   The buckets shall be filled with sand three quarters of their full capacity and provided with a cover or lid to protect the sand from contamination by dirt or dampness.  The number of buckets to be provided shall be calculated on the following basis - one bucket shall be provided for every two petroleum spirit pumps on the premises and each bucket shall be provided with a small hand implement for use in spreading the sand in case of an emergency, this implement shall be kept attached to or in the bucket.

c)
All fire extinguishing apparatus shall be fixed in permanent positions, to be determined by the licensing authority, so as to be readily accessible and unobstructed and shall be maintained in good condition and where there is any reasonable doubt as to the working conditions of any extinguishers the licensing authority will require such extinguishers to be tested in the presence of a person authorised by them.

NOTE;
Any expense involved in carrying out this test will be borne by the licensee.

11. Notices

The licensee shall cause notices to be conspicuously displayed and maintained in such of the following forms or wording to a similar effect, as may be approved by the licensing authority.

(1)
In the case of Petroleum Spirit stored above the ground, on the store door or near any place where petroleum spirit is dispensed (notice details) 2"(50mm) white letters on red background or red letters on white background - PETROLEUM SPIRIT - HIGHLY INFLAMMABLE - NO SMOKING.

(2)
In the case of Petroleum Spirit stored below ground, near the pumps and the tanks when they are in a position removed from the pumps PETROLEUM SPIRIT - HIGHLY INFLAMMABLE - NO SMOKING - SWITCH OFF ENGINE (notice details) 2" high white letters on red background or red letters on white background.

(3)
Adjacent to the emergency switch - PETROL PUMPS - SWITCH OFF HERE (notice details) ½"(14mm) high white letters on red background or red letters on white background.

(4)
The licensee shall keep conspicuously posted and maintain in a legible condition on the licensed premises in such form and in such position as to be easily read by persons employed there, a copy of Section 2 (4) of the Petroleum (Consolidation) Act (Northern Ireland) 1929 which will have to be observed by the employees.

12.
Delivery of Fuel
While Petroleum Spirit is being delivered into a storage tank the delivery tank shall stand at the position approved by the licensing authority.  The licensee shall bring to the notice of all concerned the provision of Road Traffic (Carriage of Dangerous substances in Road Tankers and Tank containers Regulation (NI) 1992.

NOTE;
(Where a vehicle delivering petroleum spirit has by virtue of forecourt conditions stand under a canopy or roof that area shall be treated as D.a Division 1 area and all electrical fittings shall be of flameproof manufacture for Division 1 Standards).

When deliveries are being made during the hours of darkness an adequate standard of lighting not less than 10 lum/sq ft shall be provided in the delivery area.

The use of proper Notices indicating that petroleum spirit is being discharged shall be displayed.

13.
Discontinuing use of Storage of Petroleum Spirit
The licensee shall at least ten days before discontinuing the use for the storage of petroleum spirit of any storage tank or other petroleum spirit store on the licensed premises, give to the licensing authority notice in writing of his intention to do so.

14.
Inspection in relation to Licence
A duly authorised officer of the licensing authority shall at all reasonable times be allowed free access to the licensed premises for the purpose of ascertaining that the conditions attached to this licence are duly observed and the licensee or his representative shall give any assistance for that purpose 

which such officer of licensing authority may require.

15.
Transfer of Licence

Petroleum (Transfer of Licence) Act (Northern Ireland) 1937

The licensee shall at least one month before transferring the occupation of the licensed premises to any other person, give notice, in writing, to the licensing authority his intention so to do and of the name and address of the person to whom he proposes to transfer the occupation of the premises.

16.
Storage of Fuel Oil, Paraffin or other Inflammable Liquid
(a)
Fuel oil, paraffin or other inflammable liquid shall only be kept on the licensed premises at the position shown on the plan deposited with the licensing authority detailed in this licence.

(b)
When required by the licensing authority provision shall be made and maintained to prevent the possibility of outflow of such fuel oil, paraffin or other inflammable liquid from the place of storage.

(c)
Where fuel oil, paraffin or other inflammable liquid is authorised to be kept on the licensed premises the installation shall be clearly identified to the satisfaction of the licensing authority.

17.
Means of Escape
Adequate and unobstructed means of escape from all parts of the licensed premises, in the event of fire shall be provided and maintained to the satisfaction of the licensing authority.

18.
Liability of Licence to Observe Statute and Other Regulations
Nothing in this licence or Schedule of Conditions is intended or shall be deemed to absolve the licensee or any other persons from liability to observe and carry out any conditions, requirements, or other provisions contained in any Statute, Regulation Bye-Law, Statutory Instrument or Order in Council.

19.
Daily Dip Records, etc.
The licensee shall in respect of each petroleum spirit storage tank on his premises:

(a)
Take a dip reading of the tank and a meter reading of each pump connected to the tank at least once during each week day and ensure that no petroleum spirit is placed in or removed from the tank in the period between taking the dip reading and taking the meter reading.

(b)
Keep records in an approved form of all such dip and meter readings and all deliveries to the tanks.

(c)
Produce such records for the preceding three months at all reasonable times and on the request of any authorised officer of the licensing authority.

20.
Cavities Beneath Pumps
No cavity that might form a collecting place for petroleum spirit or petroleum spirit vapour shall be left beneath any pump.

21.
Storage or Sale of Explosive Substances

Paragraph 119, page 33, of Health and Safety Guidance Note 41 - Petrol Filling Stations states "Goods incompatible with the need to avoid fires and explosions from petrol (e.g. fireworks and other explosive substances) should not be offered for sale at filling stations."   

If your Licence relates to a petrol filling station you should ensure that fireworks and other explosive substances are not offered for sale from your premises.  

PART B - STORAGE TANKS AND PETROL PUMPS

1.
Lighting

An adequate standard of lighting as approved by the licensing authority maintained at all times at which the licensed premises are being used or are likely to be used.

2.
Removal of Petrol Spirit From Underground Tanks
Petroleum spirit shall not be removed from an underground tank otherwise than by means of the permanent pumping device authorised for that purpose except for the purpose of periodic cleaning of the tank or repairs to the installation, after notification of an intention to do such work has been given to the licensing authority.

3.
Dispensing of Petroleum Spirit
Petroleum spirit may only be dispensed through a petrol pump in the following circumstances:

(1)
For the purpose of testing the said petrol pump.   When open-necked containers being used by pump maintenance or an Inspector of Weights and Measures will be permitted to be used.

(2)
For the purpose of repairing the installation or any part thereof, when open-necked containers being used by Pump Maintenance or an Inspector of Weights and Measures will be permitted to be used.

(3)
For the purpose of filling metal vessels not exceeding five gallons capacity provided that they are labelled PETROLEUM SPIRIT - HIGH INFLAMMABLE and that, when filled each vessel is forthwith securely closed and, unless placed in any licensed store on the premises, is removed from the premises: provided that such filling process is not carried out on or near a footpath or carriageway of any highway.

(4)
For the purpose of filling the fuel tank of any motor vehicle.

(5)
Petroleum spirit shall not be delivered into the fuel tank of any motor vehicle while the engine of such vehicle is running.

(6)
All dispensing petrol pumps together with associated fittings shall be of a pattern approved by the licensing authority.

4.
Security of Pumps, Filling Pipes and Tanks

(1)
All petroleum spirit measuring pumps shall be kept securely locked and the current electrically operated pumps shall be switched off by means of a switch situated in a position inaccessible to the public except during such times as the premises are under the supervision of the licensee or his authorised representative.

(2)
The filling pipes shall be kept securely closed and locked except during the operations of filling and/or dipping, provided always that while petroleum spirit is being discharged from a tank wagon into a storage tank, the dipping pipe where such a pipe is separately fitted to a storage tank, shall be kept securely closed.

5.
Measurement of Fuel in Tanks
Where the means of ascertaining the quantity of petroleum spirit contained in a storage tank is in the form of a dipstick, it shall be of non-ferrous material, properly calibrated and identified with the appropriate storage tank.

6.
Testing of Used Tanks
In the 20th, 25th and 30th year after its installation, and thereafter in every second year, or at such other times as may be required by the licensing authority, each underground tank and its associated pipelines shall be tested for soundness in the manner prescribed by the licensing authority.   The licensee shall take such action arising from said tests as the licensing authority may consider necessary.

7.
The electrical installation shall at all times be maintained in a satisfactory condition.   If and when required by the licensing authority such installation shall be inspected and the test certificate as provided by the licensing authority completed and signed by a competent person who shall be a contractor on the list of the National Inspection Council for Electrical Installation Contracting and acceptable to the licensing authority.

8.
Expenses Incurred
The cost of the tests referred to in Condition 7 of this part of this schedule shall be borne by the licensee.

PART C - CAN AND DRUM STORE

1.
Keeping of Petroleum Spirit

The petroleum spirit shall be kept in securely closed containers of metal or other approved material each containing not more than fifty gallons.

2.
Precautions to Withhold Leakages From Stores
Due provisions shall be made and maintained to prevent any possibility of outflow of petroleum spirit from the store and every care shall be taken to prevent leakage of petroleum spirit or vapour from the container.

3.
Exclusive Use of Store
The store shall be exclusively appropriated to the keeping of petroleum spirit and such other substances as the licensing authority may allow.

4.
Keeping of Containers
(a)
Any petroleum spirit containers which have not been rendered free from petroleum spirit or petroleum spirit vapour, shall be kept only in the store or in a place on the premises approved by the licensing authority and shall be securely closed.

(b)
All containers shall be properly stacked so as not to obstruct any passage or ventilation opening, and empty containers must not be stacked in such a way that capacity of the retaining well is reduced.

5.
Security of Store
The store or bin shall be kept securely locked except when containers are being deposited in or taken from the store or bin.

6.
Dispensing of Petroleum Spirit
The dispensing of petroleum spirit shall only take place in the open air or in a place approved by the licensing authority.

7.
Return of Unused Petroleum Spirit
Any petroleum spirit which has been taken from the store for use and which has not been used by the end of the working day shall then be immediately returned to the store.

8.
Safety of Petroleum Spirit in Containers
All petroleum spirit received on the licensed premises in containers shall be at once placed in the store and all petroleum spirit taken from the store, other than that intended for use on the said premises under safe conditions, shall be immediately removed from the premises.

9.
Notices
(1)
The capacity of the store shall be conspicuously displayed on the door of the store.

(2)
See Condition Part A 11 (1) of these licensing conditions for details of notice for store door.

NOTE:


(i)
Any licensee contravening any condition of his licence is liable on summary conviction to a fine not exceeding £100 for each day on which the contravention occurs or continues.

(ii)
The occupier of licensed premises must under a penalty not exceeding £20 per day cause to be posed on the premises in such form in such position as to be easily read by the persons employed in the premises a notice setting out any conditions attached to the licence which are to be observed by them.   If any person employed contravenes any condition of which notice has been so given he shall be liable to a fine not exceeding £5 (five pounds) as well also any person who pulls down, injures or defaces such notices.
