Acupuncture, Tattooing, Cosmetic Piercing, Semi-Permanent Skin Colouring and/or Electrolysis registration

If you offer acupuncture, tattooing, semi-permanent skin colouring, cosmetic piercing, or electrolysis in Northern Ireland, you must be registered with your local District Council.

Licence summary

Local District Councils can make bye-laws relating to the following

· Inspecting premises

· Ensuring the premises are sufficiently clean, lit and ventilated

· Detailing precautions to be made in relation to protecting against contamination or infection

· Ensuring that anyone employed in such a business has sufficient training on how to use tools and apparatus and for hygienic working methods

· If you work from premises, they must also be registered.

· Once registered, you will be issued with a certificate of registration.

Authorised officers of the District Council will have the power to enter and inspect premises.
