NOTES FOR NOTIFICATION OF COOLING TOWER/EVAPORATIVE CONDENSERS

If you own a cooling tower or evaporative condenser, which is located within the Lisburn City Council area, you must register with us as part of the Notification of Cooling Towers and Evaporative Condensers Regulations (Northern Ireland) 1994.

If you don’t we could take formal action against you.

Cooling Towers and Evaporative Condensers are devices, which cool substances down using a wet cooling system, instead of a dry cooling system.  They are usually found in large manufacturing industries as well as hospital, chilled stores and warehouses and other premises where heat needs to be removed from a process area.

There is NO cost to register a cooling tower or evaporative condenser.  You should also provide us with the name and contact details of whoever is responsible for the tower or condenser so we can contact them if there is an outbreak of Legionnaires’ Disease or to arrange an inspection.

We register cooling towers and evaporative condensers because they can be a source of Legionnaires’ Disease, a form of pneumonia caused by the Legionella bacterium.

This means your business or premises should have a Legionella control scheme and proper risk management procedures in place (including up-to-date risk assessments).  You may consider hiring a water maintenance contractor to help you develop these procedures.
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
