all means of ingress and egress to the place shall be included.

general and safety lighting systems.

(e)
relevant construction and structural particulars in relation to structural stability and 
structural fire precautions.



(f)
levels of the place and adjoining ground level, if not at or about ground level.

3.
CERTIFICATES FOR GRANT OF LICENCE

(i)
Certificate from the equipment suppliers or other approved qualified person that each fire 



extinguisher in the place is in efficient working order and giving the date of the last charge.


(ii)
Certificate from an Electrical Contractor approved by the National Inspection Council for 

Electrical Installation Contracting or The Electrical Contractors’ Association or from 
Northern Ireland Electricity stating that the electrical installation of the place has been examined and tested and is in accordance with the  I.E.E. “Regulations For The Electrical Equipment Of Buildings”.

(iii)
Certificate from an approved qualified person that the heating (and ventilation if installed) 
system of the place has been examined and tested and is in efficient working order.

(iv)
Certificate together with relevant structural calculations from an approved qualified person 
that the floors of the place satisfy the requirements of B.S. 6399 : Part 1 1996 : Loading for Buildings : Part 1 Code of Practice for Dead and Imposed Loads.  Where entertainment of the pop concert type is to be provided the Council may require loading strengths in excess of those tabulated in the B.S.

4.
Additional particulars may be required by an authorised Officer of the Council for the purposes of  


examining and determining the Application.

5.
Applicant, not later than 7 days after submission date, shall give notice in at least two newspapers 


circulating in the City of Lisburn and registered at the Post Office as newspapers, stating :-

(a)
that application, including date thereof, has been made for the grant of an 
Entertainments Licence.


(b)
the nature of the entertainment applied for,


(c)
address or location of the place in respect of which the Application has been made,


(d)
the name and address of the applicant,

(e)
that representation regarding the Application may be made in writing to the Lisburn 
City Council not later than 28 days after the date of the Application.


and the applicant shall supply a copy of every such public notice to the Council.


However, the public notice requirement does not apply to an application for the 


grant of an "Occasional Licence" in respect of educational institutions or church halls.

6.
Entertainments Licences will not be granted, renewed or transferred until the Council is satisfied, 


inter alia, that there is in force a Policy of Insurance insuring the holder of the  Licence in respect 

of any liability which may be incurred by him in respect of the death of, or bodily injury to, any 
person while on or about the premises.

7.
If the Application is in respect of proposed new premises or of existing premises with proposed 
structural alterations or additions then separate Application, under the Building Regulations should also be made to the Council.  Additionally, planning permission may have to be sought from the appropriate Planning Authority and depending on use of the premises, a fire certificate or other approval may have to be obtained from the Fire Authority or the Department of Economic Development, as the case may be.


Any Applicant aggrieved by a decision of the council refusing to grant, renew or transfer or vary the terms and conditions of an Entertainments Licence, or a holder aggrieved by any term or condition on which the Entertainments Licence is held or whose Licence is revoked or suspended, may at any time before the expiration of 21 days from being notified appeal to the County Court having jurisdiction where the place is situated, and the decision of the Court shall be final.
